to capture lessons learned for future trade 
support in LDCs.
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3 The EIF successfully shifted ownership of 
programme delivery to LDC governments, 
including through co-funding projects. 

Alignment with national priorities and needs 
was a major achievement and unique value 
proposition of the EIF.

The EIF remains uniquely placed as a platform 
and partnership with a singular focus on 
supporting LDCs and with a mandate to 
promote collaboration and the coordination 
of trade-related support.

Overall e�ciency of the programme 
improved, but, more needs to be done 
to further strengthen the partnership 
principle, e�ciency and value for 
money processes at the national level. 

The EIF made steady progress in 
improving the trade environment in 
most of the supported countries.
